Beard have been procured, it was 
announced yesterday, as the chief 
speakers on a "Program in the 1n- . 
terest of Publlc Opinion," which will 
be conducted under the auspices of 
the student bodies of eleven South- ' 
ern California colleges and univer­
sities on the evening of the 27th 
inst. at the Pasadena Civic Audi­
torium. 

The event, which w!l! be In the 
nature of a stude1lt mass meeting, 
is designed to give the youth of 
Southern Californh a comprehen­
sive view of the problems of the 
day, especially those concerned 
with international relations, 'peace 
and good government. A fifteen­
mInute portion of the program will 
be broaclcast by station lI.:HJ over a 
Pacific Const hook-up.
